Now try to share the amount between 2 people, circles or
plates. Everyone must have more than 1 item. Can you share them equally? What
happens if you try to share them between 3? Try sharing them between 4 and 5 too!

Are there any numbers which cannot be shared equally?

You might need to write down which numbers you have tried so you do not forget. You
could put a tick next to the ones you can share equally and a cross next to the ones you
cannot share equally. Good luck!
