Collection is via the day gate which needs to be pushed as it does not open automatically and from the small hall doors
next to reception. We do not release children to walk down the drive for safeguarding reasons. Siblings must be minimum
14 yrs of age to collect other siblings and a form will need to be completed to authorise this. Children must be collected
no later than 5 pm.
